
Virginia Chapter Raises $32,000 for Burn-Related Charities 
 
The 13th Annual Burn Survivor’s Golf Tournament sponsored by the Virginia Chapter of the American 
Fire Sprinkler Association was a great success, donating $32,000 to burn-related charities. Held in 
Richmond on September 20, 2006, donations were presented to the Burn Unit at the Medical College of 
Virginia and the Central Virginia Burn Camp Foundation.
